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The Second International Conference on Ethics and Human Values in Engineering will be held on 2nd,
3rd and 4th March 2010. The Conference will gather in the Catalan capital engineering professionals
from all over the world. Throughout the three days the attendees will debate and reflect about different
aspects related to the social impact of their professions, the good practices and ethics, and will turn
Barcelona into the world capital of responsible engineering.

The Conference is organised jointly by the World Federation of Engineering Organisations (WFEO), non-
profit organisation that gathers engineering organisations from all over the world, and Victoriano Mufioz
Oms Chair (VMO) of the Technical University of Catalonia, sponsored by ENDESA Red.

The Conference will be the suitable scenery for the exchange of knowledge and points of view
between engineers, university teachers, investigators, businesspeople and other people related
to the engineering field. It is the most important scenery to facilitate the reflection about ethics
and the social impact of human values in engineering.

This second edition of the Conference wants to go into depth in the task of prospection of the ethic
and human aspect of engineering and its studies started in the first edition, that was also held in
Barcelona in 2008. The thematic of the Conference will raise a big number of contributions, views,
perceptions and points of view about social aspects such as the human aspects of sustainability and
technology, influence of information and communication technologies in social relationships and the
development of the professional task, engineering at the service of the struggle against hunger and
some kinds of corruption, engineering in favour of a more sustainable development of the planet, paper
of engineering at the service of people in the cities of XXIst century, training in values and attitudes in
engineering at university, and so on.

The sessions of the Conference on 2nd and 3rd March will be held at La Pedrera (Casa Mila), and on 4th
March, the academic sessions, will be held at the Technical University of Catalonia (UPC Conference
Hall/Vertex Building). The official languages of this event will be Catalan, Spanish and English.

The same week of the Conference, the Executive Committee of WFEO will also meet in Barcelona. It will
be the first time that the World Federation of Engineers celebrates a meeting out of its headquarters,
at UNESCO in Paris, since its foundation more than forty years ago.
